Take Rt. 66 West all the way to I-81
Take I-81 North to exit 310 (10 miles) 37 N. / 50 W Romney (bear left at light off exit ramp).

After several miles on Rt. 37, exit onto Rt. 50 (again, bear left at light off exit ramp).
Stay on Rt. 50 for 68 miles (past Romney, past the exit for 220 
N. to Keyser) until you pass Rt. 42 North at the top of the mountain (goes to Elk Garden -- don't turn). 
Proceed on Rt. 50 for 4.7 more miles and you will see a concrete bridge that crosses Abram's Creek and a Campground Billboard.  Turn right onto gravel road just before the bridge.
